Dear Immaculate Family,

“If anyone wants to be first ...” In today’s Gospel
Jesus is not condemning our desire to do our best
and pursue excellence in our lives as Christians.
What Jesus says is, “So you want to be first in my
kingdom work. That's well and good. But here is
how my followers do that: Not by pushing others
back behind you, but by making yourself last. Not
by climbing over others to get praise and
recognition, but by serving all, even the least.” “If
anyone wants to be first, he must be the last, and
the servant of all”.

Greatness in God's kingdom isn't about being
greater than others. It's about serving others,
putting them before ourselves.

Jesus brings home the point by calling over a little
child. “Whoever receives one child such as this in
my name, receives me”. Unlike other passages,
Jesus is not telling us here to be childlike but to
welcome a child. A child was a person of no
importance in Jesus’ society, not taken seriously
except as a responsibility, one to be looked after,
not to be looked up to. A child can't repay the
service done to him. A child is not influential. A
child cannot help advance your career, nor
enhance your prestige. A child cannot give us
things; it's the other way around. A child needs
things. A child must have things done for him. The
child here represents the poor, the needy, the
downtrodden, the powerless, those regarded as
insignificant by the world.

And so Jesus is saying, “If you welcome the poor,
ordinary people, the people who have no influence,
and no wealth, and no power, the people who need
things done for them... in my name, without
expecting anything in return, then you are
welcoming me”. “Amen, | say to you, whatever you
did for one of these least brothers of mine, you did
for me” (Mt 25, 40). Loving, selfless and
unconditional service to others, especially to the
least of our brothers and sisters, is what makes us
truly great in the eyes of God.

Querida familia de la Inmaculada:

“Si alguno quiere ser el primero ...” En el Evangelio
de hoy, Jesus no condena nuestros esfuerzos por
buscar la excelencia en nuestra vida como cristianos.
Para Jesus querer ser el primero en la obra de su
Reino esta muy bien, pero el camino que el propone
para lograrlo es diferente a lo que es usual en este
mundo: no tratando de dejar atras a los demas, sino
siendo los ultimos. No escalando por encima de los
demas para obtener triunfos y reconocimientos, sino
sirviendo a todos, incluso a los mas pequefios. “Si
alguno quiere ser el primero, debe ser el Ultimo y el
servidor de todos”.

La grandeza en el reino de Dios no consiste en ser
mas grandes que los demas. Consiste en servir a los
demas, anteponiéndolos a nosotros mismos. Jesus
ilustra su ensefianza poniendo en medio a un

nifo. “El que reciba en mi nombre a uno de estos
nifos, a mi me recibe”. A diferencia de otros
pasajes evangélicos, aqui Jesus no nos pide que
seamos como nifios sino que recibamos al nifio.

Un nifio era una persona sin importancia en la
sociedad del tiempo de Jesus, alguien que no era
tomado en serio excepto como una responsabilidad,
alguien a quien cuidar, no a quien admirar. Un nifio
no puede pagar por los servicios que le hacen. Un
nifio no es influyente. Un nifio no tiene poder. Un
nifio no puede darte poder ni realzar tu prestigio. Un
nifio no puede darnos cosas; es al revés. Un nifio
necesita cosas. Un nifio necesita que se ocupen de
él. El nifio en este pasaje representa al pobre, al
necesitado, al desvalido, al impotente, al que es
considerado insignificante o irrelevante por la
sociedad.

En otras palabras, lo que Jesus esta diciendo es: “Si
reciben a los pobres, a los humildes y sencillos, a los
que no tiene influencia, ni riqueza, ni poder, a los que
no cuentan, a los que no pueden darles nada o
hacerles prosperar en la vida... en mi nombre y sin
esperar nada a cambio, me reciben a mi”. “Yo les
aseguro que lo que hicieron con el mas insignificante
de mis hermanos, conmigo lo hicieron” (Mt 25, 40).
Es el servicio amoroso, desinteresado e incondicional
a los demas, especialmente a los mas necesitados,
es lo que realmente nos hace grandes a los ojos de
Dios.

FEAST OF FAITH
Doxology and Amen

“Doxology” comes from a Greek word meaning
“words of praise.” The Eucharistic Prayer ends with a
doxology addressed to the triune God: “Through him,
with him, in him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, all glory
and honor is yours, almighty Father, for ever and
ever.” It is an exclamation of praise, honor, and glory
to God, reminding us that we receive everything from
God through the Son, in the power of the Spirit. At the
consecration, the priest held up the host and then the
chalice for us to see and adore. During the doxology,
the host and chalice are held up again, but this time
they are held up and offered to God the Father. With
the doxology, the Eucharistic Prayer ends, as it began,
with words of praise addressed to the Father: truly, it
is right and just to give God praise, and we assent to
this in our whole-hearted acclamation, “Amen.” Never
was more meaning packed into so short a word. This
“Amen,” sometimes and fittingly called “the great
Amen,” is our response to the entire Eucharistic

Prayer.

THE MEANING OF DISCIPLESHIP

The geography of today’s Gospel is significant.
Jesus is completing his ministry in Galilee and
beginning his journey to Jerusalem, where he will
meet both death and resurrection. The prediction of
his death placed here is the second of three in
Mark’s Gospel, and as usual it is the occasion for an
important teaching on the part of Jesus. Today that
lesson is tied to the need for his disciples to
embrace a ministry of service. A play on words in
Aramaic would have linked the words “child” and
“servant,” thus turning Jesus’ gesture of placing a
child in their midst into an illustration of his
understanding of himself as the Servant of the Lord.
It is that same awareness of the meaning of their
ministry that Jesus (and Mark) wishes to instill in the
disciples. Theirs must be a ministry of service if they
are to follow in the footsteps of Jesus. And that
service might even require of them that they be
“‘handed over” to death. What would have been—in
the culture of Jesus’ day—an ordinary discussion of
social status (“who is the greatest”) becomes in
Mark’s context a key insight into the meaning of

discipleship for the disciples and for us.

Saint Pio of Pietrelcina’s Story
In one of the largest such ceremonies in history,
Pope John Paul Il canonized Padre Pio of
Pietrelcina on June 16, 2002. It was the 45th
canonization ceremony in Pope John Paul’s
pontificate. More than 300,000 people braved
blistering heat as they filled St. Peter's Square and
nearby streets. They heard the Holy Father praise
the new saint for his prayer and charity. “This is the
most concrete synthesis of Padre Pio’s teaching,”
said the pope. He also stressed Padre Pio’s witness
to the power of suffering. If accepted with love, the
Holy Father stressed, such suffering can lead to “a
privileged path of sanctity.”
Many people have turned to the Italian Capuchin
Franciscan to intercede with God on their behalf;
among them was the future Pope John Paul Il. In
1962, when he was still an archbishop in Poland, he
wrote to Padre Pio and asked him to pray for a
Polish woman with throat cancer. Within two weeks,
she had been cured of her life-threatening disease.
On September 20, 1918, as he was making his
thanksgiving after Mass, Padre Pio had a vision of
Jesus. When the vision ended, he had the stigmata
in his hands, feet, and side.
Padre Pio rarely left the friary after he received the
stigmata, but busloads of people soon began
coming to see him. Each morning after a 5 a.m.
Mass in a crowded church, he heard confessions
until noon. He took a mid-morning break to bless the
sick and all who came to see him. Every afternoon
he also heard confessions. In time his confessional
ministry would take 10 hours a day; penitents had to
take a number so that the situation could be
handled. Many of them have said that Padre Pio
knew details of their lives that they had never
mentioned.
Reflection —Pope John Paul i
Referring to that day's Gospel (Matthew 11:25-30) at
Padre Pio’s canonization Mass in 2002, Saint John
Paul Il said: “The Gospel image of ‘yoke’ evokes the
many trials that the humble Capuchin of San
Giovanni Rotondo endured. Today we contemplate
in him how sweet is the ‘yoke’ of Christ and indeed
how light the burdens are whenever someone
carries these with faithful love. The life and mission
of Padre Pio testify that difficulties and sorrows, if
accepted with love, transform themselves into a
privileged journey of holiness, which opens the
person toward a greater good, known only to the
Lord.”

Homilia de San Juan Pablo Il en la Canonizaion del Padre Pio

«Mi yugo es suave y mi carga ligera» (Mateo 11, 30).

Las palabras de Jesus a los discipulos, que acabamos de escuchar, nos ayudan a comprender el
mensaje mas importante de esta celebracién. Podemos, de hecho, considerarlas en un cierto sentido
como una maghnifica sintesis de toda la existencia del padre Pio de Pietrelcina, hoy proclamado santo.
La imagen evangélica del «yugo» evoca las muchas pruebas que el humilde capuchino de San
Giovanni Rotondo tuvo que afrontar. Hoy contemplamos en él cuan dulce es el «yugo» de Cristo y
cuan ligera es su carga, cuando se lleva con amor fiel. La vida y la mision del padre Pio testimonian
que las dificultades y los dolores, si se aceptan por amor, se transforman en un camino privilegiado de santidad, que
se adentra en perspectivas de un bien mas grande, solamente conocido por el Sefior.

2. «En cuanto a mi... jDios me libre gloriarme si no es en la cruz de nuestro Sefior Jesucristo» (Galatas 6, 14).

¢ No es quiza precisamente la «gloria de la Cruz» la que mas resplandece en el padre Pio? jQué actual es la
espiritualidad de la Cruz vivida por el humilde capuchino de Pietrelcina! Nuestro tiempo necesita redescubrir su valor
para abrir el corazdn a la esperanza. En toda su existencia, buscé siempre una mayor conformidad con el Crucificado,
teniendo una conciencia muy clara de haber sido llamado a colaborar de manera peculiar con la obra de la redencién.
Sin esta referencia constante a la Cruz, no se puede comprender su santidad.

En el plan de Dios, la Cruz constituye el auténtico instrumento de salvacion para toda la humanidad y el camino
explicitamente propuesto por el Sefior a cuantos quieren seguirle (Cf. Marcos 16, 24). Lo comprendio bien el santo
fraile de Gargano, quien, en la fiesta de la Asuncion de 1914, escribia: «Para alcanzar nuestro ultimo fin hay que
sequir al divino Jefe, quien quiere llevar al alma elegida por un solo camino, el camino que él siguio, el de la
abnegacion y la Cruz» («Epistolario» Il, p. 155).
